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COLLEGE GROVE, WILLIAMSON COUNTY, TENNESSEE

ARTICLE I. IDENTITY

These are the Bylaws of the above named United Methodist Church, a
not for profit corporation organized pursuant to the Tennessee
Nonprofit Corporation Act, with its principal place of business at
the above stated city and county in Tennessee.

ARTICLE II. PURPOSES AND POWERS

The Corporation is organized as a local United Methodist Church
exclusively for religious purposes to promote the Christian
religion through the preaching of the word of God, administration
of the Sacraments, ordinances and other means of grace; to reach
out and receive with joy all who will respond; to encourage people
in their relationship with God and invite them to commit to God's
love in Jesus Christ; to provide opportunities for people to seek
spiritual formation; and to support people to live lovingly and
justly in the power of the Holy Spirit as faithful disciples, all
in accordance with The stcipiine.

All the powers authorized and permitted in The Book of Discipline
of The United Methodist Church (The Discipline) as the same now
exists or as may hereafter be amended, changed, or modified, for a
local church corporation shall be the powers of this Corporation,
together with such powers as granted to the Corporation by the
Tennessee Code Annotated § 48-51-101. et, seq., relating to non-
profit corporations in Tennessee, as the same may from time to time
be amended or replaced, and such powers as granted to the
Corporation by § 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 or
the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal
Revenue Law, or as the same may from time-to-time be amended.

ARTICLE III. GOVERNANCE

The Corporation shall loock to these Bylaws, the Articles of
Incorporation, The Discipline, provisions of Tennessee Code
Annotated §48-51-101. et seg., with reference to non-profit
corporations as may be amended from time to time and §501(c) (3) of
the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 as may be amended from time to
time for guidance in operaticn of its affairs.
